BRIEF HISTORY 

Kebbi State is in the northwest geopolitical zone of Nigeria, with Birnin Kebbi as its capital. Kebbi State was 
created in 1991 out of the former Sokoto State. It has a total land area of about 36,309 square kilometers, and has a 
population of 3,238,628 according to the 2006 census. There are 21 Local Government Areas And four (4) Emirate 
Councils (Gwandu, Argungu, Yauri And Zuru) in Kebbi State. 

The major local language is Hausa, although the main ethnic groups are Hausa, Fulani, Dakarkari, Kambarawa, 
Gungawa and a handful of Zabarmawa. The people are largely moslems, with a few Christians and some adherents 
to traditional belief. The annual Argungu Fishing and Cultural Festival and the Ohola Festival in Zuru are the 
major cultural activities.
